THE HOPE OF GLORY THROUGH CHRIST’S RESURRECTION
[Psalm 22, Part 2] Psalm 22:22-31 (Rom. 5:2)

           In Isaiah 53 God Reveals Life Changing Theological Truths of our Salvation. We learned Jesus bore our sins on the Cross! (Isa 53:5-6).

Psalm 22:1-21 Leads us into an Experience of the sufferings of Christ’s when He died for us.  Here is a Doorway into the fellowship of His sufferings (Phil. 3:10; Rom. 6:3-5; 8:17; Gal. 2:20; I Pet. 4:13-14).  The Holy Spirit enables me to experience Christ’s pain on the Cross when He bore the wrath due my sin (John 16:13-5), making The Blood of Christ a “precious & holy” thing to us (Heb. 10:29; I Pet. 1:18-19)

 
Understand the cross & we can never doubt the Love of God for us or ever think lightly of sin again! Once the Holy Spirit makes the Cross Real to us it motivates us to never crucify Jesus again! (Heb. 6:6).  
That is make Him suffer for my continued disobedience & rebellion (Ps. 95:10; Ezek. 33:11; Lk. 19:41-42; Eph. 4:30).  Illus: Amy Carmichael


This is why we search our hearts before we partake of the LORD’s Supper (I Cor. 11:26-31).  As we remember His excruciating death on the Cross for our sins we make sure we are living a life pleasing to the LORD and not doing things that bring Him more excruciating pain.
          In Pt. 1 Jesus modeled how to get through life’s afflictions: 1. We must know whom we have believed (2Tim. 1:12).  “thou art holy…” (Ps. 22:3).  We must know God Not just know about God!  2. Remember the testimonies of the O. T. Believers (Heb. 11; Ps. 19:7).  3. We must continue in prayer to our Heavenly Father even when it seems useless.
 

          Christ’s Excruciating Experience On the Cross Ends in Triumph because He prayed: “Be not far from me” (22:19); “haste thee to help me” (22:19);  “Deliver my soul” (22:20); & “save me” (22:21).  God the Father did answer the seemingly unanswered prayer: “For he hath not despised nor abhorred the affliction of the afflicted; neither hath he hid his face from him; but when he cried unto him, he heard” (Ps. 22:24).

God does not Answer Christ’s Prayers the way we would have thought (Isa. 55:8).  God did not deliver Jesus from death but led Him in Triumph over death never to die again! (ICor. 15:55-7; Eph. 3:20).  “I am he that liveth, & was dead; & behold, I am alive for evermore, Amen; & have the keys of hell & of death” (Rev 1:18).  Jesus conquered sin, suffering & death for all who believe in Him (Heb. 2:14-15; John 3:16; Rom. 8:38-9).  The Holy Spirit guides us to experience the sufferings of Christ as foundational to entering into the Power of His Resurrection  (Phil. 3:10; 2 Tim. 2:12; 2 Cor. 4:17; I Pet. 5:10)

           In Pt. 2, Ps. 22:22-31, God Reveals the Glorious Hope that empowers us to Triumph through the temporary Trials of Life (Rom. 8:35-39).  Jesus “for the joy that was set before him endured the cross…” (Heb 12:2).  What was His “Joy?”  You & me who believe in Jesus!  We will sit down with him on His throne & reign forever! (Rev. 3:21).  We must know the rewards of faithfully living for Christ!  Moses “Chose to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward” (Heb 11:25-26).  “The sufferings of this present time are not worthy to be compared with the glory which shall be revealed in us” (Rom 8:18; 2 Cor. 4:17-18; I Pet. 1:6-7).  Knowing this causes us to “press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus” (Phil. 3:7-14). 
THE GLORY OF THE BELIEVER IN THE RISEN CHRIST
 

Verses 1 – 21 Prophesies Christ’s death on the Cross at His 1st Coming

Verses 22-31 Prophesies of Christ’s life after Resurrection & His Millennial Kingdom on earth at His 2nd Coming (see Ps. 2; Rev. 20:1-6) 


A Lot of History Takes Place Between verses 21 & 22.  In a literary instant we are transported from Death to Life; from the 1st  Coming to the 2nd Coming of Christ.  The intervening period includes:  Jesus’ Death, Burial, Resurrection, & Ascension; as well as the entire Church Age.  All the Prophecies in vs. 1-21 were literally fulfilled.  This is well documented in History.  This is God’s irrefutable Proof the Prophecies of Eternal Glory in vs. 22-31 will be literally fulfilled (Isa. 46:9-10). God knows we need an Eternal perspective on Life (Col. 3:1-6).
THE CROSS & RESURRECTION BRINGS ME INTO A NEW RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD!

 “I will declare thy name unto my brethren…” (Ps. 22:22).  The Name of God Jesus declared is “Father” (John 17:5-6, 11; Matt 6:9). You can only call God by His name “Father” if you are truly His Child by Birth! (John 1:12-13). That makes us family with Jesus (Heb. 2:11-13)
OUR NEW RELATIONSHIP WITH GOD CREATES A NEW LIFE IN A GREAT FAMILY FULL OF JOYFUL PRAISE 


 “In the midst of the congregation will I praise thee” (Ps. 22:22).
Jesus will lead Praise in His Church!  God sings for pure joy over His people (Zeph. 3:17; Isa. 62:5; Lk. 15:5-6, 23-24).  The 1st Congregation Jesus led in Worship was the O.T. Saints awaiting the Resurrection in “Abraham’s Bosom” or “Paradise” (Eph. 4:9-10; I Pet. 3:18-19; Acts 2:31; Isa. 42:6-7; the thief in Lk. 23:43).  Now Christ Leads Praise in the Midst of the congregation in Heaven awaiting the 2nd Coming.  Rev. 5:9 gives us a peak into Heaven’s glory: “they sung a new song… for thou wast slain, & hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, & tongue, & people, & nation.” Rev. 5:12-13 informs us we are part of this Glorious Worship every Sunday.            
            Jesus leads Praise every time a sinner repents!  (Lk. 15:10; Ezek. 33:11; Matt. 18:10-11; Acts 11:12-18).  Do you want to fill Heaven with Joy – tell people how to be saved!  (I Thess. 2:19; Rev. 4:10-11).

The Final Fulfillment of this Prophesy will be in Christ’s Millennial Kingdom on Earth.  “The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save… he will rest in his love, he will joy over thee with singing. (Zeph 3:17-20; Isa. 62:4-5, 6-7; 65:19).

These glorious Prophecies of the Future are for everyone who “Fears the LORD:” And for the Nation of Israel.

(Ps. 22:23)  “Ye that fear the LORD, praise him; all ye the seed of Jacob, glorify him; & fear him, all ye the seed of Israel.” 

             All our sufferings turn into praise & glory (Rev. 21:4; Rom. 8:18)

(Ps. 22:25) “My praise shall be of thee in the great congregation.”  A 2nd time Jesus reveals He is so excited about Praising The Father! Are You?

(Ps. 22:25) “I will pay my vows before them that fear him.” Jesus was under a Nazarite vow (Num. 6:2; Matt. 2:23).  He was totally separated unto God for the purpose of redeeming mankind (Mk. 10:45).  Jesus was a special Nazarite from the womb (Ps. 22:9-10; Judg. 13:5; Lk. 1:15).
WE SHALL FEAST AT THE LORD’S TABLE FOREVER

(Ps. 22:26)  The meek shall eat & be satisfied: they shall praise the LORD that seek him: your heart shall live forever. 


A final fulfillment is in Christ’s Millennial reign as King of Kings.  Jesus said: “I appoint unto you a kingdom, as my Father hath appointed unto me; that ye may eat & drink at my table in my kingdom” (Lk 22:29-30; 12:37; Matt. 8:11; Rev. 19:9).  What a family we will have; what feasts we will enjoy!  Seek the LORD and you will experience the empowering Hope of Eternal Life.  There is life after death! (I Cor. 15:51-57).  Everything in this life has an eternal purpose for the believer!
THE UNIVERSAL TRIUMPH OF CHRISTIANITY IS CERTAIN
 (Ps. 22:27)  All the ends of the world shall remember & turn unto the LORD: & all the kindreds of the nations shall worship before thee” 

A Vision of Heaven in Rev. 4 & 5; 7:9 reveals The Church succeeds in her Great Commission (Mat 28:18-20)!   As a result of the Prayers of the Saints, The 24 elders in Heaven sung a new song:  “Thou art worthy… for thou wast slain, & hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out of every kindred, & tongue, & people, & nation” (Rev. 5:8-9).  How did they get there?  Someone shared the Gospel with them!
         This Prophesy is Ultimately & Literally Fulfilled in the Millennial Kingdom of our Lord Jesus Christ: “For the earth shall be filled with the knowledge of the glory of the LORD, as the waters cover the sea.” (Hab 2:14; Isa. 11:9; Zech. 14:16; Isa. 2:1-4; 66:18-21)
JESUS IS NOW LORD OF LORDS & KING OF KINGS BECAUSE OF WHAT HE DID ON THE CROSS (Phil. 2:5-11) 

(Ps. 22:28)  “For the kingdom is the LORD'S: and he is the governor among the nations.” [Ps. 72:11, 17; 86:9; Dan. 7:13-14]

The final fulfillment of this Prophesy begins in Revelation 11:15 & lasts for the 1000 yr. Millennium (Rev. 20:1-6; Isa. 9:6-7) 

(Ps. 22:29) “All they that be fat upon earth shall eat & worship.”
     Being fat points to the great abundance of food during the Millennium (Amos 9:13-15; Joel 2:21-27; Ezek. 34:26-27; Zech. 8:12). Being Fat was considered a blessing for the righteous (Psalm 63:5; 92:14). 
THERE IS A FINAL JUDGMENT WHERE PERFECT JUSTICE PREVAILS (Rev. 20:11-15; John 5:28-29; Dan. 12:2-3; Matt. 25:31-46)

(Ps. 22:29) “…all they that go down to the dust shall bow before him: & none can keep alive his own soul” [Gen 3:19; Eccl 3:20; 12:7; Ps. 104:29]
          All those who died ignoring or rejecting Christ are raised to appear before the Great White Throne Judgment (Rev. 20:12-15; John 5:24-25). Good eventually triumphs over evil; if not in this World in the next!  What a Powerful motivation to live a good life knowing we will be held accountable to God for every thought, word, and deed (Rom. 2)!
MAKE SURE YOU ARE A CHILD OF GOD NOW!
(Ps 22:30)  “A seed shall serve him; it shall be accounted to the Lord for a generation” (Ps. 87:6)


To become Christ’s seed you must be born again (John 3:3-7) 

In the New Heaven & New Earth “there shall be no more curse: but the throne of God & of the Lamb shall be in it; & his servants shall serve him” (Rev 22:3; Rev. 7:15-17; Matt. 25:21; John 12:26).
WE RECEIVE THE GIFT OF RIGHTEOUSNESS FROM JESUS

(Ps. 22:31)  “They shall come, and shall declare his righteousness unto a people that shall be born…” [Jer. 23:6]

Part 1 & Part 2 of Psalm 22 come together in 2 Cor. 5:21: God “hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him.”  “Even the righteousness of God which is by faith of Jesus Christ unto all that believe” (Rom. 3:22; 5:17)

(Ps. 22:31)  “They shall come, & shall declare…
that he hath done this.” 

The Hebrew is literally “He has finished” (John 19:30- Gk. “tetelestai”)  

Jesus finished the work of our Salvation on the Cross.  Now we can only receive it as a free gift of God’s Grace (Eph. 2:8-9; Col. 2:13-15) [image: image1.png]
